MATTERS ARISING;
In response to a question from Cllr. J. Kennedy, Mr. J. Codd, Senior Executive Librarian said that work was progressing well on the refurbishment of the Library Headquarters and that he expected work to be completed by the end of July.  In response to a further query from Cllr. P. Murphy, Mr. Codd said that funding for this project had been agreed in early 2008.
Mr. T. O’Niadh, Co. Manager, responding to queries from Cllr. P. Bugler and Cllr. M. Swords said that there was no capital funding allocation for the provision of new libraries in Newport and Tipperary.  A general discussion then took place regarding the economic situation and the possible impact it would have on library services and in particular the impact which staffing restrictions would have on maintaining levels of service.

In reply to a question from Cllr. J. Kennedy regarding the condition of the Boardwalk at the Source, Mr. Codd said that a solution to the problem was being examined by the Co. Librarian, the Management of the Arts Centre and Thurles Town Council.
