ELECTION OF CHAIRMAN;
Before the election of Chairman, Mr. J. Hogan outgoing Chairman, said that he had enjoyed his year and he thanked the Co. Manager and all the members for their support and also Mr. Maher, Co. Librarian and the library staff for their kindness and co-operation.  The members extended congratulations to Mr. Hogan on his great year as Chairman of the Library Committee and wished him well on his 80th birthday.  Cllr. M. Ryan said that Mr. Hogan had been on the Library Committee for 36 years and was delighted to see him in the Chair.  Mr. M. Maher, Co. Librarian thanked Mr. Hogan on his own behalf and on behalf of the Library staff for his work as Chairman during the past year.
It was proposed by Cllr. M. Maguire and seconded by Cllr. J. Casey that

‘Cllr. T. Harrington be appointed as Chairman of the Co. Tipperary Joint Libraries Committee for the year 2008/2009’.

Since there were no further proposals Cllr. Harrington was duly elected as Chairman.

CO. MANAGER’S / CO. LIBRARIAN’S BUSINESS;

Mr. Maher congratulated the Chairman and Vice-Chairman on their election and pledged his support over the coming year.  Mr. Maher said that the Library Development Plan 2009-2013 was currently being drawn up.  Public opinion has been sought and responses were still coming back, he said.  Mr. Maher said that virtually all organizations in the county had been asked to submit proposals for the Plan.
Mr. Maher said that he hoped to have a Draft Development Plan for the next Library Committee meeting in October, which, he said would afford the members an opportunity to go through the various elements of the plan.  Regarding infrastructure, the Co. Librarian said that Tipperary Town and Newport were still our main priorities.  He went on to say that Branching Out-Future Directions had just recently been launched and he explained that this would form the basis for the development of the Library Service nationally over the next 5 years.

In response to a request from Cllr. P. Murphy and Cllr. M. Ryan, Mr. Maher said that he would extract the relevant recommendations from the report and forward them to the members in advance of the October meeting.

In relation to a query regarding both Tipperary and Newport, Mr. Maher said that it was likely that there would be a national call on Local Authorities to re-prioritize their buildings programme.  In any case, he said it was vital that funding be made available by the Department for the building of both Tipperary and Newport Libraries.  A major financial commitment too, he said, would be required on the part of the Library Committee if these two projects were to be brought to fruition.
