Tipperary Libraries want to make sure that everyone, regardless of ability or disability, can use all the services on offer. Many of the libraries have computer programmes that can help you.

There is no cost for using these programmes. 

Don’t worry if you have never used a computer before!  We will show you how it works and stay with you. 

These computer-based solutions are really useful to:

   ∙ People who find that their eyesight isn’t       

     what it used to be.

   . Blind and visually impaired people. 

   ∙ People with learning/intellectual disabilities.

   ∙ People who are learning English.

This booklet describes the services that are available in County Tipperary public libraries.  Ask your local library for further details.

MAGic

MAGic can magnify any book or text and also reads it out to you. You listen on  headphones. MAGic is very helpful for  people with visual impairments.  

JAWS

JAWS allows people with significantly impaired vision to do whatever they want on the computer, for example, type a letter, send email or browse the Internet. 

KURZWEIL 1000

This is very useful software for people who are visually impaired. You can scan a page from a book or document onto the screen and then magnify the text, change the background colours etc. You can also save the text onto a USB key.

KURZWEIL 3000

This is similar to Kurzweil 1000 and also allows you to alter the text, index it, highlight it so that you can go back to it, etc. It is very useful for people who have reading difficulties like dyslexia, ADD etc. You can increase/decrease the amount of words read back to you per minute, get word definitions or pronunciations. It is also very helpful for people who are trying to improve their English pronunciation. You can scan text from any book onto the screen and listen to it as it is read back to you.

READ & WRITE GOLD 9
This software can help with Reading and/or writing difficulties, Dyslexia, Mild visual impairments and English as a Second Language.

· Can read aloud information from Word or PDF documents and the Internet  

· Scanning in paper-based materials to create Word or PDF documents that can be read aloud.

· Eliminates visual glare to help users with dyslexia or  visual fatigue 

· Writing tools like the phonetic spell checker and homophone checker help those with writing difficulties to put together their own documents, letters and reports
