Thurles Library Book Clubs
A number of book clubs now meet in Thurles Library on a monthly basis. There is something for all age groups, with three adult book clubs, one young adult and two children’s book clubs. If you’re interested in joining, just contact us at Thurles Library on 0504 29720. 
Two evening adult book clubs meet in Thurles Library on the 2nd Tuesday and 3rd Thursday of each month. Both groups read two titles each month and enjoy an informal discussion of these books when we meet. This month the Tuesday club is reading ‘People of the Book’ by Geraldine Brooks and ‘The Rose of Sebastopol’ by Katherine McMahon; while the Thursday club is reading ‘The Forgotten Garden’ by Kate Morton and ‘Notes from an Exhibition’ by Patrick Gale.

A morning book club meets on the 3rd Monday of each month at 11.30 a.m. This month the members are reading ‘A Fraction of the Whole’ by Steve Toltz. After a cup of tea, an animated exchange of opinions usually follows. 
‘Cool Reads’ Book Club is a teenage book club which meets once every four weeks on a Wednesday at 4.30pm in The Source Library.  We have lively discussions over hot chocolate and cappuccinos.  The next book is a CBF recommended title called The Hunger Games by Suzanne Collins and next meeting is Wednesday 11th November at 4.30pm.    
‘Books R Us’, the club for 10-12 year olds, has just kicked off for the new season. The first book, currently being read, is ‘Frozen in Time’ by Ali Sparkes, due to be discussed in early November. Meetings are held monthly, on a Wednesday afternoon. The aim of the book club is three-fold: to let the kids enjoy themselves, to get them reading, often a book-type they mightn’t normally consider, and, to get them to talk about it!  Giving them confidence is perhaps the most important indirect effect. They can do written or oral reviews and are encouraged to simply say ‘I hated it’ if such is their view.

‘Bookaroos’ is a book club for 7-9 year olds that meets in the Source Library Thurles. There are about 10 members and we get together once a month to review our book and we also do a puzzle or quiz based on the book. The children are currently reading ‘Mouse noses on toast’ by Daren King and ‘Genie and the Phoenix’ by Steve Cole and Linda Chapman.
