


FOOTNOTES

1. The 16 plantation acres given for the size in 1654 translates into about 26.5 statute acres (10.7 ha). However,
Lough Nahinch exiends into county Offaly, so this figure does not include the part that liesin that county. We
thus assume that the lake was much larger then.

2. Walnut shells have been found among medieval remains during excavations in Dublin (Mitchell 1975, 192),
while hazel, native to the area, is locally abundant.
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
